WHEN TO GO

The summer months between June and August

are when Greece comes alive. Athens can tip the
thermometer over the 30-degree mark, making the
Mediterranean, Aegean and lonian seas look so
appealing. Follow the crowd and head to the coastal
islands where the sultry daytime air is offset by cool,
nightly sea breezes. A word of warning though — if
you're looking for a quiet holiday away from the crowds,
this isn’t the season for youl!

Spring (April - May) and Autumn (September —
November) are the most comfortable times to travel.
Days are warm and less humid, nights are cool and
there are fewer tourists, you can capture the moment
without capturing too many strangers in your photos!

Winter is generally very quiet with many hotels and
attractions closing between December and February.
Snow falls, although rare, are not unheard of in Athens.

From October to April most of the Greek islands close
down for tourism with the exception of Crete and
Rhodes, where the hotels and taverns in the main
centres remain open.

Greece is 8 hours behind Australian Eastern Standard
Time (AEST). Daylight Saving Time is observed from
March to October when the clocks are turned forward
by 1 hour.
