In 1845, Sir John Franklin’s expedition overwintered
at Beechey Island, where three crew members died.
The island later became a key site for Arctic explorers
and search parties, including Amundsen and Bernier.
Graves and ruins like Northumberland House remain
as haunting memorials to those lost in the quest for
the Northwest Passage.

Day 11: Peel Sound - Journey through Arctic Waters Rich in
History and Natural Wonders

As you sail through this region, you'll enter prime polar
bear territory. The area is also home to muskoxen,
belugas, and other wildlife, making every moment a
potential discovery.

Day 12: Bellot Strait — Witness the Most Northerly Point of
Continental North America

Sail through Bellot Strait, the northernmost point

of mainland North America. Spot Arctic marine life.
Discover the legacy of Joseph René Bellot, who
explored the region in search of Sir John Franklin.

Days 13-16: Kitikmeot Region Sail the Northwest Passage
