WHEN TO GO

Vietnam, Cambodia and Laos each offer year-
round travel with warm tropical climates and unique
seasonal highlights. In Vietnam, autumn in the north
is crisp, while central beaches shine from February
to August; southern Vietnam has a tropical climate
and is warm year-round with dry season from
December to April. Cambodia’s dry season is from
November to April while the green season, May to
October brings cooler days and lush landscapes.
Laos has a serene dry season from November

to March while spring and summer months see
renewed waterfalls and greener scenery.

VISAS & PASSPORTS

All travellers to Vietnam, Cambodia and Laos must
carry a passport valid for at least six months beyond
the date of departure from Australia and an electronic
visa must be obtained prior to departure to these
countries.
