Today, travel to Cefalu, a beautiful medieval maritime
village, where you will enjoy some free time.

Take a walk around the town centre,
passing through the old ‘pescheria’ (old fish market) en
route to Piazza del Duomo with its stunning Cathedral Monreale
and the lava stone Elephant. Stop at a coffee bar to

taste delicious local granita with brioche. Spend the

Day 7: Catania to Taormina (BD)

This morning, enjoy a quick visit of a historic
‘pescheria’ before travelling to Etna, the tallest active
volcano in Europe. The Etna Park, covering 59.000
hectares, is home to extremely varied and rich flora,
many of which are protected species. Arrive at Crateri
Silvestri, volcanic cones dating to 1888, now inactive
but surrounded by more recent lava flows. Enjoy the
view, through the multitude of volcanic cones and
craters, to the Aeolian Islands and Calabria. Later, visit
a local apiary, to see the honey extraction laboratory
and taste of homemade honey. Continue to Taormina,
famous for its natural landscape, historical monuments,
and unforgettable views. Visit of the fascinating Teatro
Antico di Taormina, with a breathtaking view of the
